Winter Hardy Fragrant Roses of Dr. Griffith Buck
        Griffith Buck was a researcher and a professor of horticulture at Iowa State University from 1948 to 1985.   He hybridized nearly 90 rose varieties.  Grown and tested for winter hardiness in Idaho, Buck’s roses would survive harsh winters anywhere in the world with some protection. Busk’s roses are mostly disease resistant and fragrant. 
Here are some of his fragrant roses:
Applejack is an usual rose with apple scented foliage. This vigorous shrub bears clusters of long-pointed, ovoid crimson buds that open to large open, semi-double blooms.  
 AUNT HONEY is a shrub rose with clusters of highly fragrant large (4"-5") double pink, high centered blooms. 

Bright Melody is an erect, bushy, free-branching rose. It is crown hardy to zone 4b. The ovoid-pointed ruby red buds open to large (4.5") double (25-35 petals), shallow-cupped, blooms with sweet fragrance. 

Blue Skies is an upright, bushy rose with large semi-glossy foliage and large fragrant mauve (Lobelia blue) blooms.

Carefree Beauty is the most popular Buck’s rose. It has long-ovoid, pointed buds that open to 4.5-5 inch slightly cupped pink flowers with a pleasant fragrance. The flowers are followed by round-ovoid orange hips. 

EARTH SONG (Grandiflora) is an erect (4'- 5') bush with healthy dark green, glossy foliage and clusters of large (4.5") medium to light pink double blooms (25-30 petals) with fruity fragrance.  It is crown hardy to zone 4. 

Prairie Princess is crown hardy (zone 4) vigorous, upright tall shrub that can be trained as a climber.  Long pointed buds of deep pink open into large 4", semi-double coral pink fragrant blooms. 
Prairie Star is a 4 feet tall erect shrub with lemon scented ivory white blooms, hard to zones 4-5.

Summer wind is crown hardy to zone 4b shrub. It has glossy green healthy foliage.  It bears clusters (up to 25) of beautiful long, ovoid buds of deep orange that open to orange/pink single blooms with a spicy fragrance. 
Enchanted Autumn is hardy to zone 4.  It is a small bush-about 4 fee tall. Large (5”) coral pink blooms are exceptionally fragrant and quartered like old garden roses.
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
